More Spay/Neuter Cat Clinics for 2010 
By Linda Spurlin 

 

In 2009 Stevens County Cat Care operated (literally) from one end of the county to 

the other, spaying or neutering a total of 1,158 cats for county residents who were 

down on their luck and tight on funds. This brings the total for their three and a half 

year cat fixing ‗operation‘ to 3,225. 

There are the skeptics who say it‘s but a drop in the bucket, and then there are the 

people who sleep better knowing there won‘t be a new litter of kittens under the bed 

when they wake up.  The preventative progress is measurable by whom you ask. But 

while it‘s true that there are still unwanted kittens in cages at the feed stores, it‘s also 

true that if only half of the cats the group has fixed so far were female, then there are 

going to be 1,612 less mama cats having kittens this year. If each of those females 

had not been fixed and were still able to have kittens, and had, say, just two litters this 

year and if even only two kittens per litter survived, there would be an additional six 

thousand four hundred more kittens running around this summer. So when you look 

at it in terms of what might have been, that drop in the bucket takes on a whole new 

meaning. 

2009 began and ended in Valley, with 153 cats fixed at their little Grange. The Ket-

tle Falls VFW is a popular spot and we spayed/neutered 275 cats there. We set up 

mobile Sunday clinics in Northport, Hunters, Colville, Chewelah, Loon Lake and 

Springdale.  The hospitality of each town is recreated in stories of the helpful citizens, 

the volunteers, the good food, and the numbers of cats fixed. We are grateful to those 

who encouraged, repaired, plowed snow, handled phones and brought food. 

Stevens County Cat Care is a non-profit and the vast majority of the team volun-

teers their time and expertise for free, yet still, it is important to note that what cat 

owners pay ($6.00 for males and $14.00 for females) only covers half the expenses. 

In 2009 a ten thousand dollar grant from a major pet store chain helped tremendously, 

and the kindness of strangers and local cat lovers made up the rest. 

In addition to thanking our volunteers and supporters, we‘d also like to thank our 

veterinarians.  We are deeply grateful that these local business people recognize the 

average unemployed Stevens County family can‘t afford regular clinic prices and are 

willing to donate an occasional Sunday to their community‘s cat population problem. 

Low cost, high volume cat spay/neuter clinics will continue to be held one Sunday a 

month in Stevens County granges and VFW‘s for 2010.  Low-income residents may 

call 935-MEOW (6369) for more information. Donations of gently used towels, live 

traps, money, plastic airline crates and cat food are greatly appreciated.  Volunteers 

(18 or older) are welcome at clinics and meetings and are encouraged to call for more 

information.

So, before the governor and her majority party in the 

Legislature reach for taxpayers‘ wallets again to plug the $2.6 billion budget deficit, we hope they consider the impact new or increased 

taxes will have on employers, struggling families and our economy. 

 That‘s why we, and our House Republican colleagues, are again proposing common-sense, pro-jobs solutions next session. Our bills 

would: 

Address the high costs of hiring staff; 

Cut state agency red tape;
