ADVISORY VOTE 

Thank You to all the citizens who expressed their opinion by voting on the advi-

sory ballot.  It was a clear message that most of the electorate did not favor the rais-

ing of county sales tax by one tenth of one percent for counseling services. 

 

County Wide Results:             Yes-- 33%            No-- 67% 

Commissioner District # 1:     Yes-- 32%            No-- 68% 

 

The state has cut resources to counties for counseling services.  It is mandatory for 

each county to provide these services. The results of the necessary cuts to balance 

the counseling department budget will be forthcoming. 

REDUCED HOURS AT COURTHOUSE 

Board of County Commissioners has implemented a two-day a month furlough 

plan for the Courthouse Employees. The Courthouse Union was asked for wage 

concession to help balance the current expense budget. The union rejected the wage 

concessions resulting in the implementing of the furlough plan.  In order to accom-

modate the furlough plan courthouse offices will be closed intermittently through 

out each month.  Office hours can be located on the county website or call before 

traveling to Colville. 

SPRINGDALE LUMBER REOPENS 

Borgford Bio-Energy presented plans for Springdale Lumber and a new facility at 

the Kulzer site at Valley, WA.  The meeting was attended by 120 interested citizens 

held at the Springdale School Auditorium. Dale Borgford told the attendees that 

both facilities when fully operational would employee around 50 people.  He said 

that the retail portion of Springdale Lumber was going to be expanded and that a 

survey would be forthcoming asking residents about what they would like to see in 

the new expanded facility. When these plans are fully implemented it will be a huge 

economic plus for South Stevens County.

Monday, April 5, 2010 at 1:30 pm 

 The Loon Lake Food Bank and Resource Center will be hosting a public meeting to discuss a new construction project.  
The meeting will be held in conjunction with our regular Board of Directors meeting at 1:30 pm, Monday, April 5, 2010, in the 
administrative office of the Food Bank, which is located adjacent to the PUD building in Loon Lake. 
 In order to better serve our clients, the Food Bank Board has determined that we require increased storage capacity to our 
facility.  They have also determined that the storage building should include a covered loading dock to facilitate unloading 
food from our delivery trucks.  The Food Bank has applied for a USDA Rural Development Grant to cover part of the cost of 
the project and the granting agency requires that the public be allowed an opportunity to make comments at a public meeting.   
The project entails the construction of a 24x40 foot storage facility with a 24x20 roof extension to provide a covered loading 
dock.  The building will be of a regular stick-frame construction on a 24x50 foot concrete slab.  The building will be steel clad 
and will have two normal access doors as well as a large garage-style door for access with a forklift.  The building will be lo-
cated to the west of our current facility.  Part of the project also involves the paving of several parking spots to better provide 
access to our facility for disabled persons, both clients and staff. 
 If you are interested in finding out more about this project or if you would like to comment on our plans, we invite you to 
attend the meeting on Monday, April 5, 2010, at 1:30 pm.

CHIPPER DAYS TO RETURN, APRIL 10TH, MAY 1ST  

 Chipper days will make their return to the Suncrest area on April 10th and May 1st at Fire Station #4 in Tum 

Tum, 9AM-2PM. Chipper days had been suspended due to budget shortfalls, but thanks to some innovative think-

ing by firefighters and other members of the community, chipper days will happen this year without any Fire Dis-

trict #1 funds. A local business called Little Rock, Inc. will provide the chipper/ grinder and remove the mulch for 

a fee.  

 Fee to be collected. In order pay for the chipper and removal, a $10 fee will be charged per load for a normal 

pick up sized load. There will be an additional fee for larger loads. This is a real bargain compared to hiring 

someone to haul away yard waste or to haul it yourself to a transfer site.  

 Volunteers to provide all labor. Firefighters have agreed to volunteer their services at the chipper site at no 

cost to the Fire District.  Also, as a fundraiser, the Stevens County Professional Firefighters Local 4333 and the 

Lakeside High School Band will assist at the chipper site. The band group will again offer to pick up yard waste 

at peoples homes for a donation. 

 More details will be provided as they become available. 
 

SEARCH FOR NEW FIRE CHIEF CONTINUES:  

The Fire District is conducting a nationwide search for a new Chief. As of this week, 51 requests for application 

packets have been received and five have been completed and returned. The top five or six candidates will be in-

vited to participate in an Assessment Center on April 17th where the candidates will be questioned by the Fire 

Commissioners and Chief Beck and be given challenging problems to solve by community volunteers and fire-

fighters. The Fire Commissioners will then choose the new Chief based on the results of the all-day assessment.

In early January all three fire commissioners were sworn in for the 

new calendar year. Commissioner Bill Madison was sworn in as 

Chairman, Commissioner Skip Wells was sworn in as Vice Chair-

man and Commissioner Dean Westerman was sworn in as Secre-

tary. Also, because of Commissioner Dean Westermanôs recent re-

election by the voters to another six year term, Commissioner 

Westerman was sworn in by Chairman Bill Madison for his new 

term as fire commissioner.
